European Companies On F-16 Training
Center In Romania

FETESTI, Romania, Nov. 13, 2023 - The first European F-16 Training Center was inaugurated on
Monday, Nov. 13, at the Fetesti Air Base in southern Romania. Lockheed Martin (NYSE: LMT) and
subcontractors, Daedalus Aviation Group, Draken International, GFD, a subsidiary of Airbus Defence
and Space, and ILIAS Solutions will work as one team to provide F-16 training at the newly formed
center, which is the result of unique collaboration between the Romanian Ministry of National
Defence, the Romanian Air Force and the Royal Netherlands Air Force, in partnership with Lockheed
Martin.

As part of the agreement, the team will be responsible to organize, schedule, operate and maintain
the F-16 fighter jets provided by the Royal Netherlands Air Force (RNLAF) in support of F-16 training.
More specifically, GFD and Draken will provide experienced F-16 instructor pilots with recent front-
line experience flying F-16s in the U.S. Air Force and air forces throughout Europe. To further
compliment the training, Daedalus will bring expertise in the European Military Airworthiness
Requirements regulatory framework including Part 145, which focuses on aircraft maintenance,
repair and overhaul; as well as CAMO—short for Continuous Airworthiness Management Organization
—which focuses on the continuing airworthiness of aircraft. Daedalus will furthermore perform F-16
maintenance, repair and logistics activities supported by experienced Draken aircraft technicians.

To round out the training team, ILIAS Solutions will be responsible for providing integrated defense
software solutions for logistics and sustainment, training management and flight scheduling.

“The F-16 continues to play a crucial role in 21st Century Security missions for the United States,
Europe, NATO and allies around the world,” said O) Sanchez, vice president and general manager,
Integrated Fighter Group, Lockheed Martin. “Lockheed Martin is proud to partner with the
Netherlands and Romania on this European F-16 Training Center, which will enhance mission
readiness through a comprehensive F-16 training solution for Romanian pilots. The center will focus
on ensuring effectiveness and safety of Romanians flying and operating F-16 fighter jets and could
eventually expand to include training for other nations.

“Together, with our partners from Daedalus, Draken, GFD and ILIAS, we're providing world-class
training to enhance mission readiness and ensure safety of Romanians flying and operating F-16
fighter jets," he added.

As part of the agreement between the Netherlands and Lockheed Martin, the RNLAF will continue to
own the aircraft and maintain sovereign rights.

FETESTI, Romania, 13 Noiembrie, 2023 - Primul Centru de Instruire European pentru F-16 a fost
inaugurat luni, 13 Nov., la Baza 86 Aeriana ,Locotenent Aviator Gheorghe Mociornita” din Fetesti.

Lockheed Martin (NYSE: LMT) si subcontractantii sai Daedalus Aviation Group, Draken International,
GFD - o filiala a companiei Airbus Defence and Space, si ILIAS Solutions vor forma o echipa pentru a
asigura instruirea pentru operarea avioanelor F-16 in cadrul noului centru.

Completand echipa de instruire, ILIAS Solutions va fi responsabila pentru furnizarea de solutii
software integrate de aparare pentru logistica si intretinere, gestionarea instruirii si programarea
zborurilor.

"F-16 continua sa joace un rol crucial Tn misiunile de securitate ale secolului XXI pentru Statele Unite,
Europa, NATO si aliatii din intreaga lume", a declarat O) Sanchez, vicepresedinte si director general
al Grupului de Lupta Integrat al Lockheed Martin. "Lockheed Martin este mandru sa fie partenerul
Regatului Tarilor de Jos si al Romaniei pentru acest centru european de instruire pentru F-16, care va
spori capabilitatile pentru misiuni printr-o solutie completa de training pentru pilotii romani. Centrul
se va concentra pe asigurarea eficacitatii si sigurantei romanilor care piloteaza si opereaza avioane
de lupta F-16 si eventual s-ar putea extinde pentru a include servicii pregatire si pentru alte natiuni.
